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Citing Resources from Micromedex or CareNotes 

Using APA Style (6th ed.)
Citing entries (articles) from the Micromedex database can be a little tricky because you have to determine first if you are citing something from Micromedex or CareNotes. Then you have to identify the specific article title (for example the name of a specific drug like in my example below, or the title of a CareNotes document). Finally, if you are using Micromedex, you need to list the specific online text within Micromedex from which you got your article. 
Here is an example of a drug entry taken from the PDR in Micromedex and then one of patient education material taken from CareNotes. An article's last revision date usually appears at the very bottom of the entry. Because our version of Micromedex is an academic version, not the same as what is supplied to clinical locations, it is important to state that this system was accessed via the College of DuPage library edition.
