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Citing Resources from Micromedex or CareNotes 

Using APA Style (7th ed.)
Citations from Micromedex Health Care Series are created with guidance from APA Manual Section 9.16 [Retrieval Dates] pp. 290-291, 9.30 [Database and Archive Sources] pp. 296-297, and Section 10.14 [Article from the UpToDate database] p.319.  
The key things to consider: 
· Micromedex content is continuously updated (and older editions are not archived) 
· Information is unique to this specific database (and the content is an academic edition as opposed to a full clinical edition) so the database title should be used instead of the URL 

· Retrieval date is necessary
Determine if you are citing something from Micromedex (which contains information from several resources like Martindale or PDR) or CareNotes (consumer level information accessed via tab from main Micromedex page). 
Next, identify the specific article title and section title (if applicable), e.g. Fexofenadine hydrochloride: Adverse effects, or the title of a CareNotes document, e.g. Asthma: Discharge care (English). If you are using Micromedex, you may need to list the specific online text within Micromedex from which you got your article, e.g. Martindale: The Complete Drug Reference. 

Here is an example of a drug entry taken from Micromedex and then one of patient education material taken from CareNotes. Last revision dates for Micromedex content usually appears at the very bottom of the entry (after the references). CareNotes entries are listed as (n.d.) because they are customized, and the date of creation is the same as retrieval date.
