AV Weeding Procedure:

The Health Sciences Division Librarian will conduct an annual review of Nursing AV materials. AV materials older than 5 years without new editions will be flagged and brought to the attention of the Nursing Faculty for review. Faculty can review materials on their own or during pre-arranged meeting times with the division librarian.
Faculty will make suggestions to discard or keep the flagged AV materials. Faculty can also recommend that alternative AV be purchased covering the specified topic areas.  

When Nursing Faculty review AV and provide recommendations to the Health Sciences Division Librarian, they should:
· Indicate a discard by putting the letter D next to the title.

· Indicate that an item should be kept by putting the letter K next to the title. 

· To see if a newer version is available, mark with an N. If a newer edition is available, the old version automatically will be discarded. In the event that no new edition is available, please also mark with a D or K. (for example, an NK means check for a newer edition and keep the old if one is not available).
Suggestions and feedback will be returned to the Division Librarian. The Librarian will research and document the availability of newer versions (when so directed by faculty input). Items deemed worthy of remaining in the collection with publication dates older than 5 years from current date will be initialed by approving faculty members and dated when last reviewed.  It is important to note that prior to final discard, titles marked for deletion will be reviewed by the Health Sciences Division Librarian in order to prevent deletion of materials still in use by other programs. Once the review process is completed, The Health Sciences Division Librarian reports out the results to the Nursing Division’s Learning Resources Committee (LRC).
Collaboration with Health Science faculty is encouraged and actively solicited; however, the Library faculty member assigned to the Health Sciences division is responsible for the purchase and deletion of COD Library’s health and medical-related materials.
